Assembly Instructions



Important information:

The kit may comes with two main shafts, one long and one short. The short shaft is used for closed (wrap-around
handguards) and the long shaft is used for open hand guards that mounts over the master cylinder (page 7).

Try to rotate the master cylinder upwards for better ergonomics during installation.

Grease components and surfaces that has friction.

Tools for installation: (7mm, 8mm, 10mm Open Wrench, 10mm Socket, Flat Screwdriver, 2mm , 4mm Allen Key)
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Step 1: Remove all accessories from handlebar-clutch side, insert handlebar adapter according to illustrations.




Step 2: Assemble clutch pump with the M6 bolts according to illustration, grease master cylinder piston round tip.

For wrap-around handguards, insert the bearing onto the shaft and follow the instructions. Please note that the illustrations in
the instructions do not show the bearing being inserted (general note: the bearing is used as a spacer). However, if you are
using an open handguard that mounts to the master cylinder, you do not need the bearing because the plastic adapter will fill

the gap.

Step 3: Assemble handle with main shaft according to illustration and adjust “handle free play” with Allen key
* Free play: make sure the handle is not pushing the pump piston while in resting position.

Keep bolt open so
the pin can be
inserted smoothly

Step 4: "Install the large washer onto 45mm bolt. Then install the thin nut (non nyloc ) onto the lower M6 bolt per the
illustration. DO NOT torgue the nut against the master cylinder."

Step 5: Assemble lower housing according to illustration.




Step 6: Place small washer on front M6 bolt.

M6 bolt




Step 7: Place the M6 Nyloc nuts over both M6 bolts, tighten the nuts so the lower housing is still loose and can move slightly.

Step 8: Insert one M5 X 35 mm bolt into the handlebar adapter and lower housing and lightly tighten the Nyloc nut. Do not
over tighten and keep the upper housing slightly loose.

Step 9: Insert the linkage system over the main shaft while holding the shaft from the top.

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Step 10: Adjust the shaft height and orientation according to the illustration below.

Make sure shaft is
orientated with flat part
/\\ The shaft should not to the bolt on the handle

Step 11: Press the linkage on ensuring that it’s fully inserted into the housing while tightening

the bolt with the 7mm wrench.

Step 12: Tighten the bolt with Allen key.

Make sure to tighten, so if
applied force the entire
clutch pump can rotate

around the handlebar




Step 13: tighten the M6 nuts in the following sequence of steps: 1, 2, 3

Step 3: Tighten the Nyloc
nut (10mm socket) while
holding the bolt in position
with the Allen key. Do not
rotate the Allen key, only the
Nyloc nut.

Step 1: Tighten the regular
M6 nut so that it just
contacts the housing, it
should not move the
housing and only acts as a
stopper

Step 2: Tighten the Nyloc nut
(10mm socket) while holding
the bolt in position with the
Allen key. Do not rotate the
Allen key, only the Nyloc nut.
Do not over tight




Step 14: Tighten the lower bolt first with 8mm wrench, then insert second bolt and tighten (do not over tighten).

Insert second bolt
and Nyloc nut and
tighten

Step 15: Press the on linkage from other side and make sure it’s fully inserted to housing while tightening the bolt with
8mm wrench.

Tighten the bolt firmly but do
not over tighten. It is being
threaded into aluminum so be
cautious the force as to not
strip the threads




Step 16: Insert the M5 x 35mm bolt and make sure the spring puller is tilted towards the bolt so it will thread smoothly.
Tighten by hand at first to ensure that you don’t cross thread the bolt.

Step 17: Tighten Allen bolt until the spring puller slides down the small step and is now parallel
with the housing.

Make sure the spring is located at the middle of spring older and their are no contact points between them.

Grease the spring to
reduce corrosion

Step 18: Place the housing cover ensuring the bearing is centered over the linkage pin.




Step 19: Ensure that the cover is flush on all sides of the unit. You should not see any gapping (the bolts do not need to
help close the gap).

If there is a gap please

repeat step 11 and 12 to
make sure linkage system is
fully inserted to the
housing.




Step 20: Tighten the 4mm Allen bolt clockwise until the pull is easy but natural and to the desired feel. If the clutch lever
does not return after being pulled, back the Allen bolt out a couple of turns so that that lever returns freely and have a blast
on your ride ©.
